Mickey is the most famous cartoon character of all time but what about his father,
Walt Disney?

Walt Elias Disney was born on December 5th 1901 in Chicago Illinois. He was an artist and liked drawing from an early age and
he sold his first sketches to his neighbours when he was only seven years old. In August 1923 he left for Hollywood.

Walt created his most famous character Mickey Mouse in 1928. Mickey appeared in the first sound cartoon, Steamboat Willie
the same year. Walt won the first of his 32 Academy Awards in 1932 for the film Flowers and Trees. Over the next five years
Walt Disney made some of his most popular films, such as Snow White and the Seven Dwarfs, Pinocchio, Fantasia, Dumbo and
Bambi. He made 81 films in total while he was alive. Walt Disney died in 1966. His work lives on today with each new genera-
tion enjoying his films and cartoons.

At 24 Kipling returned to Great Britain and became a famous writer and poet for children and adults. Lots of people from all over
the world like his books ‘Just So Stories’, ‘The Elephant’s Child” or ‘The Cat that Walked by Himself’. But his most famous
work is ‘The Jungle Book’ which consists of several short stories. They are ‘Mowgli’s Brothers’, ‘Tiger! Tiger!’,
‘Rikki—Tikki—Tavi’ and others.
During his life Rudyard Kipling travelled a lot around the world. He described his adventures and impressions in his travel sto-



ries.
In 1907 Kipling was awarded the Nobel Prize for Literature. He was the first English writer who received this prize.
